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Abstract
This study aimed to comparison frequency types of noun between the test of English for international communication and the test of English as a foreign language. First, The data was data collection was conducted by means of collect test example TOEIC and TOEFL each 15 tests specific reading part from online websites and analysis using the TagAnt Program for assigns parts of speech, after to change to text files, text files that already assigns parts of speech to AntConc program and then compare frequency types of noun in TOEIC and TOEFL. From the research found that the frequency of types of Noun used in the TOEFL and TOEFL in the reading part are Noun, singular or mass, Proper noun, singular and Noun, plural. From the result found that Noun, singular or mass that is used in the TOEIC and TOEFL are the most. By comparing the TOEIC and TOEFL found that the frequency of using Noun in the TOEFL is higher than the TOEIC.

However, to improve test scores more. To apply for a job or study at a higher level. Should practice the test or practice only the wrong things. It helps to understand more. Language testing therefore, it is important for those who are interested in working in the area related to the use of language, such as the flight, hotel, and tourism. Introduction

Graduates looking for jobs need to achieve impressive scores of certain standardized tests, especially for working and for studying in attaining employment opportunities. 

The Test of English for International Communication (TOEIC), a standardized test, is an English language proficiency test created by the Educational Testing Service (ETS) for non-native speakers of English. The test uses the language of international business to measure examinees’ ability to understand English. The TOEIC test is a paper and pencil assessment using a multiple - choice format. It is divided into two sections (i.e., listening section and reading section) However, data show that lots of improvement needs to be done to increase the TOEIC score of Thai test takers in Thailand, The United States Educational Testing Service (ETS) “2015 Report on Test Takers Worldwide: The TOEIC® Listening and Reading Test” published that the mean TOEIC score by region scored Asia as the lowest score for listening and reading worldwide. Thailand’s Listening performance mean 282 and standard deviation (101) and respectively 210 (94) for reading. (Kataya Mahachanawong Suvarnaphaet, 2017).
Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) is a standardized test to measure the English language ability of non-native speakers wishing to enroll in English - speaking universities. The test is accepted by many English - speaking academic and professional institutions. TOEFL is one of the two major English-language tests in the world, the other being the IELTS. TOEFL is a trademark of the Educational Testing Service (ETS), a private non-profit organization, which designs and administers the tests. ETS issues official score reports, sent independently to institutions, for two years following the test. This test is accepted by more than 7,500 colleges, universities, and agencies in more than 130 countries; which mean it is the most widely recognized English test in the world. (Wikipedia)

TOEIC and TOEFL are totally different TOEIC focuses on business English. It is generally thought of as a work - related English proficiency exam. However, a surprising number of USA universities and degree programs will accept the TOEIC as an alternative to the TOEFL. The parts of the test are also quite different, while TOEFL tests all four skills (reading, listening, writing and speaking), TOEIC only tests reading and listening. Another difference is that TOEFL seems to be popular among students from South America and the Middle East, while Japanese and French students tend to choose TOEIC. Some questions of TOEIC and TOEFL Grammars concern nouns. There are several ways to classify the types of nouns that exist in the English language. Traditionally, it is taught that nouns are words that refer to people, places, things, or ideas. Nouns are all around us in our daily lives. There is no escaping them. However, there are many types of nouns and grammar rules to go with them. A noun is a word that is used to name a person, place, thing, or idea. Understanding how nouns are classified doesn’t have to be as difficult as you might think. First, you will need to understand exactly what a noun is before examining the different types of nouns.

The problem is found that students who do not understand the use of clearly noun in grammar, and when the pre - TOEIC and TOEFL tests show that the test scores that do not meet the criteria should be. The reader with little or no background in English grammar may feel slightly mystified, and perhaps intrigued, by the expression the noun phrase. These lessons will, it is hoped, answer such expectancy since their main purpose is to give us a better understanding of what a noun phrase is. One of the best grammars of contemporary English gives the following functional definition. The problem found in many examiners is to find answers to others and use the wrong words to use but misuse. English is a language used to talk to others, read a lot, and listen more, and talk more than this, so I do not know, and patient in training to be successful.
Therefore, the TOEIC and TOEFL tests of the reading part overlaps most of the clues about word types. Past reading becomes a noun rather than another word. Therefore, this research shows a comparison frequency types of noun in TOEIC and TOEFL tests.

Purposes of the study

To compare frequency types of noun between The Test of English for International Communication (TOEIC) and The Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL).
Methodology
The main purpose of this study was to compare frequency types of noun between 15 sets of TOEIC and TOEFL tests.

2. TagAnt

TagAnt is a freeware (non-commercial) Part-Of-Speech (POS) tagger built on Tree Tagger (developed by Helmut Schmid). Types of nouns used in this study are NN, NP and NNS.

4. Input text files that already assigns parts of speech to AntConc program and then compare frequency types of noun in TOEIC and TOEFL.

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From the Figure 1 shows that comparing percentages of types of Noun used in the TOEIC in the reading part NN (Noun, singular or mass) in TOEIC higher than TOEFL, NP (Proper noun, singular) in TOEIC higher than TOEFL, NNS (Noun, plural) in TOEIC less than TOEFL and NPS (proper noun, plural) in TOELF and TOEIC are not found. Therefore Noun can indicate difficulty or formality in the tests. Most of Noun are found in the formal sentences and complicated sentences more than ordinary sentences that means tests TOEFL is more difficult than TOEIC
Discussion
From the result of the study different types of Noun in TOEIC and TOEFL Tests in part reading consisting of this test 15 sets. Found that the frequency of types of Noun used in the TOEFL and TOEFL in part reading are NN (Noun, singular or mass), NP (Proper noun, singular) and NNS (Noun, plural). It seem Noun that used in the TOEFL and TOEFL maybe the most essential. In any sample of English spoken or written one of the 10 most common words is the lots of nouns. Because the just about always occurs with a noun. Therefore the research found that the sample examination of TOEFL had average of Noun more than TOEIC examination, most of Noun are found in the formal sentences and complicated sentences more than ordinary sentences that means tests TOEFL is more difficult than TOEIC

The different types of Noun in TOEIC and TOEFL tests in part reading are NN (Noun, singular or mass), NP (Proper noun, singular) and NNS (Noun, plural).From the result found that the NN (Noun, singular or mass) that is used in the TOEIC and TOEFL are the most. By comparing the TOEIC and TOEFL found that the frequency of using Noun in the TOEFL is higher than the TOEIC. Therefore TOEFL had used Noun more than TOEIC.
